TENTATIVE AGREEMENT 2007-2010---CHANGES
Article 1: Language concerning new laws and court decisions; Board Policy/Administrative Regulations will be on Sharepoint instead of a hard copy in the library.

Article 2: No substantive change

Article 3: Definitions were updated and alphabetized

Article 4: Deleted obsolete language

Article 5: Small change on counselor teaching credential requirement; added District e-mail to Assoc. use of mailbox privilege; some language clarification; new language for temporary teachers.

Article 6: No change

Article 7: No change

Article 8: No change

Article 9: District shall notify Assoc. president of issues related to Article 9; deleted suspension language not pertinent to bargaining unit members.

Article 10: A teacher may agree to work 0-5 or 2-7 period (nothing new, it just wasn’t in the contract). Cleanup language on schools that want to have an alternate schedule; Maximum number of rooms ,3, changes, 2; mutual agreement for two levels of a subject in the same period; clarification of parent communication listed in adjunct duties; a school may decide to have a voluntary second evening event like open house (no min day); assured that one of the Friday collaboration days will be in departments or houses; unit members may work with administration to determine the content of Friday morning collaboration; if additional staff is needed a unit member may volunteer to do have graduation counted as one of his/her in a graduation off-year; language to address extra duty scofflaws; unit members who have extra prep time because of testing schedules assist during assessment; some guarantees for unit members assigned duties at more than one school.

Article 11: Clarification language on process if teacher has extra students second semester; counselor caseload change from 480 to 400 contingent on l802 funding; 12 classes of 36 distributed equitably among departments; max of 40 in Dance, Yearbook, Newspaper/Journalism, and Drama unless the teacher wants more.

Article 12: Nurses not required to do things beyond the scope of training; up to 6 athletic periods; one person per year may have 2 athletics classes; deleted language about 6/5 and 6/4 assignments, as it is not being done; Activities director 2 release periods; notification of other duty positions by e-mail.

Article 13: Professional growth deleted; Article 31 (discipline moved to article 13); possibility of transfer added to discipline steps after remediation process has been carried out and as a step before moving toward termination.

Article 14: District will provide staff development when new programs are implemented.

Article 15: No substantive changes

Article 16: Only changes reflect changes in credential laws.

Article 17: Reference to article 13 in involuntary transfers; department chair and SEA added to list of exempted from involuntary transfers; special ed right to apply for transfer to regular program.

Article 18: No substantive changes.

Article 19: No substantive changes.

Article 20: No substantive changes.

Article 21: Added great-grandparents to immediate family.

Article 22: Right to apply for transfer to the regular program as inside employee; credit for years served.

Article 23: No substantive change.

Article 24: Deleted pre-interns.

Article 25: Interview process for positions other than regular summer school.

Article 26: 4.25% raise (plus .87% applied to maintaining benefits); small increase to coaching stipends; a few changes on other duty pay schedule; rate of pay for before and after school programs written into contract.

Article 27: Common prep period for co-teachers.

Article 30: 30.3 deleted and addressed under adjunct duties.
